SBC Communications Inc. ( SBC ) today announced that it has signed a definitive agreement to sell SBC s interest in a directory partnership in
Ilinois and northwest Indiana (the Properties ) to the other partner, R. H. Donnelley Corporation, for approximately $1.45 billion in cash. The
sale is subject to review by the Department of Justice. The sale is expected to close in the third quarter of 2004.

SBC expects to report a net after-tax gain of approximately $850 million on the sale.

For the six months ended June 30, 2004 and 2003, reported results from SBC s Directory segment included revenues of approximately $234
million and $241 million and income before cumulative effect of accounting change of $57 million and $58 million from the Properties.
Beginning in the third quarter, SBC will account for the Properties as a discontinued operation and restate previously reported results to reflect
the sale on a comparable basis.
